SYNOPSIS

Barry D. Clarkson d/b/a Spring Grove Properties LLC is requesting a conditional use permit to
operate a wedding venue on property located at 4414 Spring Grove Road in the Spout Spring
community,

ANALYSIS

This property is located approximately 0.37 miles from Stonewall Road along Spring Grove Road
in the Spout Spring Community. The property is currently used for residential and agricultural
purposes. Mr. Clarkson would like to construct a building to hold weddings and special events. A
“honeymoon suite” would be constructed on the opposite side of the lake. The facility would be
rented mainly on the weekends. This facility is similar in use the Spring Grove B& B which is
located approximately 0.75 miles (by road) east of this location.

The project is tocated in the Rural Preservation Area, The RPA areas encompass land with
special natural characteristics that make their preservation in open space particularly important to
the County’s environmental health. These areas include active and passive farm land, stream or
river areas, steep slopes, trails, forestland or other passive recreational areas. Economic
Development and tourism goals and objectives are supported by the Comprehensive Plan.

Zoning around the area is predominantly agricultural. Several conditional use permits have been
issued in the area throughout the years, including the Spring Grove B&B and multiple second
dwellings; however no conditional use permits have been issued in this general area in
approximately 14 years.




PROJECT IMPACTS

The property would have liltle development impact since the active farm would continue to
operate during the week and the “venue” would be weekends mainly during the Spring to Fall
season. This use will not add significantly to the traffic count overall, however, it could be
limited times when traffic becomes problematic. This has not been an issue at the B&B which has
a similar use. No environmental impacts are anticipated. Noise and air pollution would be
negligible due to the isolated location of the facility.

Planning Considerations
The Appomattox County Zoning Ordinance lists the following standards by which a conditional

use should be evaluated.

1. Will be harmonious with and in accordance with the general objectives or with any
specific objective of Appomattox Comprehensive Plan and/or this chapter.
This use appears la be in fine with the general objectives of the Comp Plan,

2. Will be designed, operated and maintained so as to be harmonious and appropriate
with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity; and that such use will
not change the essential character of the same area.

The proposed use is being designed to mitigate any impact to the greatest extent. The
nearest residential use will be between a half and three-quarters of a mile from this
location.

3. Will not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or firture neighborhood uses.
The proposed use will not be hazardous or disturbing to the neighborhood.

4. Will be served adequately by essential public facilities and services such as
highways, streets, police and fire protection, drainage structures, refuse disposal,
water and sewer and schools; or that the persons or agencies responsible for the
establishment of the proposed use shall be able to provide adequately any such
services,

The impact on public facilities is negligible.

5. Will not create excessive additional requirements at public costs for public facilities
and services; and will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the community.
Use will noi negatively impact public facilities or services. Use provides added
benefit by providing an additional business to the communify.

6. Will have vehicular approaches to the property which shall be so designed so as not
to create any interference with traffic on surrounding public streets or roads.
Minimal traffic will be associated with this use. Entrance upgrades will be made as
required,

7. Will not result in the destruction, loss or damage of a natural, scenic, or historic
feature of major importance.
The proposed use will not negatively impact natural, scenic or hisforic features based
on the sketch provided. The use will not be visible firom the public right of way.

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AGREEMENT AND LEASE

THIS AGREEMENT AND LEASE, made this 1st day of January, 2017 by and between the
COUNTY OF APPOMATTOX, VIRGINIA, Lessor ("County"); and LYNCHBURG
HUMANE SOCIETY, INC., a nonprofit corporation of the Commonwealth of Virginia,

Lessee ("Society").
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the County is the owner of a facility located in the County of Appomattox
on premises at 3074 Morningstar Road, Appomattox, Virginia, which was constructed for the
purpose of and is being used for the purpose of impounding and harboring seized, stray, homeless,

abandoned or unwanted animals; and,

WHEREAS, the County is required by law to cause to be maintained a shelter for the

keeping of certain animals; and,

WHEREAS, the Society's primary objective is the prevention of cruelty and the promoting

of humane care and treatment for animals; and,

WHEREAS, the best interests of the County and the public will be served by leasing to

the Society said facility in which to operate an animal shelter; and,

WHEREAS, the County can most economically provide a pound for the impounding
and harboring of certain animals as required by Virginia law by paying the Society to operate
such a facility; and,

WHEREAS, the County and the Society desire to enter into an agreement to establish
the terms and conditions of the leasing of said facility to the Society and the operation of an

animal shelter by the Society;
NOW, THEREFORE, THIS AGREEMENT FURTHER WITNESSETH:

That, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein

contained, the parties hereto do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

Section 1 - LEASED PREMISES

The Leased Premises, presently referred to as the Appomattox County Animal Shelter, is
described as being an approximately 4,500 s. f. structure on a portion of Tax Map # 66(A)29 and
having an address of 3074 Morningstar Road, Appomattox, Virginia. This description also
includes the fenced areas to the side and rear of the building as well as the gravel parking area

in front of the building. ("Premises").

Section 2 - TERM OF AGREEMENT

The term of this Agreement shall be for a period beginning on the 1st day of December 2016,
and ending on the 30" day of November 2017. Thereafter, the same shall be renewed
automatically from year to year unless either party to this Agreement shall, at least sixty (60)
days prior to the termination of this Agreement, give to the other party notice in writing of its
intention to terminate the Agreement. The Society shall pay to the County rental for the lease of
said Premises in the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) annually, in advance, with said rent being due
on the signing of this Agreement and for each year thereafter on the anniversary date of this

Agreement.

Section 3 - OWNERSHIP OF THE PREMISES
AND PROPERTY LOCATED THEREON

The ownership of all of the real property on the Premises, ie., land, building(s),
improvements, and affixed equipment, will remain in the County, and the County will maintain
the basic structure as originally completed with its plumbing, electrical and mechanical

systems.

Any furnishings, removable fixtures, appliances and movable equipment belonging to the
County that is intended to remain for use by the Society shall be inventoried and marked as
belonging to Appomattox County, but will be mamntained by the Society. The Society will
likewise mark all ofits furnishings, removable fixtures, appliances and movable equipment. The
Society will also maintain a master inventory list, including both County- and Society-owned
items, and will supply the County with a copy thereof which shall be retained on file along
with an executed copy of this Agreement.
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Furthermore, if any of the items owned by the County break or otherwise become obsolete, the

Society will be responsible for purchase and maintenance of replacements.

The County shall not be liable for damage to or loss of any of the Society's property or
equipment or the property and equipment of any of its officers, agents, employees or
volunteers, which is brought onto the Premises, regardless of how such damage or loss may
occur, including, but not limited to, any losses or damages caused by electrical or equipment
failure, theft, fire or by any other reason whatsoever. It is expressly agreed that the Society,
its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, in placing property or equipment on the
Premises do so at their own risk. No changes or additions to the basic structure as originally
completed shall be made by the Society without the prior written approval of the County. Any
such changes as the County may approve will be paid for and maintained by the Society and
will become the property of the County.

Section 4 - COMPLIANCE WITH LAW

In its use of the Premises and operation of the animal shelter, the Society shall abide by any and all
applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations now in force or

heremnafter adopted ("Laws").

Section 5 - SOCIETY AS ANIMAL SHELTER OPERATOR
AND STANDARDS OF OPERATION

The Society agrees to maintain a lawful pound for the County in accordance with §3.2-6546 of
the Code of Virginia (1950), as amended ("State Code"), as a means to meet the County's
obligation to provide such a facility. In so doing, the Society may employ volunteers,
compensated employees or both, at its discretion and expense. Receiving, showing, feeding,
watering, and other care for animals at the shelter, as well as provisions for adoption and
euthanasia of such animals, shall be done in accordance with Society's policies; provided that
such policies shall atall times be consistent with any and all applicable Laws, including, but not
limited to, the guidelines issued by the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.
The Society shall be responsible for keeping adequate records as required by any and all
applicable Laws. These records shall be open for nspection by authorized representatives of

the County.
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The Society shall accept dogs and other animals which are required to be confined in
accordance with any and all applicable Laws or as determined by the County to be necessary to
protect the public health, safety and welfare, including, but not limited to, dogs running at large
without the tag required by §3.2-6531 of the Code of Virginia and other animals picked up and
delivered to the shelter by the County's Animal Control Officers. In addition, the Society may,

m its discretion, accept for shelter such other animals as it may elect to accept.

Any animal that is required or permitted to be confined at the shelter shall be so confined for a
period of time not less than that required by Laws, after which time County may release said
animal to Society, and which Society shall accept, pursuant to §3.2-6546 D.1 of the Code of
Virginia. Livestock and feral cats are not included in this agreement except for bite holds.
Owner surrenders are subject to Society approval. The Society, in its discretion, may accept

other animals.

The Society will make reasonable effort to maintain the shelter as a neat, clean, secure and
orderly facility. Special efforts will be made to retard odors both within and around the shelter,
and, through the effective management of the animals and sheltered areas, the Society will
attempt to minimize the fights, barking, and spread of communicable disease among the animals

and associated problems.

The Society, as the animal shelter operator, shall have the right to make all decisions as to the
general operation and utilization of the animal shelter, and the shelter shall be operated by the

Society n conformity with the requirements of any and all applicable Laws.

Section 6 - SOCIETY AS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The Society shall perform its duties and responsibilities under this Agreement as an
independent contractor and not as an agent or servant of the County. None of the officers,
agents, employees, or volunteers of the Society shall be deemed to be officers, agents,
employees or volunteers of the County for any purpose. The Society's officers shall exercise
control and supervision over its agents, employees and volunteers in the performance of

therr work.
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Section 7 - COSTS OF OPERATION

The County will fund through its budget the following items in relation to the shelter: electricity,
property maintenance, and trash removal. The Society will pay for telephone and broadband

mternet service and all related equipment.

The County will pay to the Society for its services a sum of $75,000.00 ($70,000 for shelter
operations plus an additional $5,000 to help defray Society’s cost for Veterinary care prior to
release of animal to Society as provided for in Section 5 of this document) annually, to be

paid in one installment due by December 31% of each year.

The Society will retain and apply all fees collected toward the expense of operating the shelter.
These fees include but are not limited to adoption fees, donations, service fees, and other
revenues received for this shelter which both the Society and the County may agree shall be
retained by the Society. The Society will keep accurate records of income and expense, and

said records will be subject to audit by the County at any reasonable time.

Consistent with past practices, it is understood by both parties to this Agreement that a substantial
portion of the funds of the Society will be raised or donated from private rather than public

sources.

For the purpose of planning and budgeting, by January Ist of each year, the Society shall
provide a statistical report of the services provided to the County for the prior contract year.
This information shall be provided along with the Society's budget needs for the upcoming
contract year. Subject to the approval of Board of Supervisors, this Agreement may be
amended to increase the compensation due the Society from the County. Any such amendment
shall be in writing and shall be signed by a duly authorized representative of the County and
the Society.

Section 8 - RECLAMATION AND ADOPTION

The Society will make reasonable effort bdetermine the ownership of stray animals and to
encourage owners to claim therr animals. To facilitate the reclamation and adoption of animals,
the Society will open the animal shelter to the public for a mmimum of 18 hours each week,

on a schedule to be determined by the Society, subject to approval by the County. The County
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shall not unreasonably withhold its approval. In all reclamation and adoption activities, the
Society will abide by municipal licensing and health vaccination requirements, and encourage
neutering and spaymng of pets. All reclamation fees shall be retained by the Society to be
applied toward the cost of operating the shelter.

Section 9 - LENGTH OF STAY AND EUTHANASIA

Any animal that is required or permitted to be confined at the animal shelter shall be confined for
a period not less than that required by any and all applicable Laws.

Euthanasia shall be performed in accordance with methods approved or prescribed by the State
Veterinarian and bodies of dead animals shall be disposed of in accordance with the

applicable guidelines, including Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

Section 10 — VETERINARIAN

All vetermary care shall be by and through the Society.

Section 10 — INDEMNITY

The Society shall mdemnify, defend, and hold harmless the County, its officers, agents, and
employees from any claims, damages, and/or actions of any kind or nature, whether at law
or in equity, arising from or caused by the Society's negligence or intentional acts in the
performance or nonperformance of its obligations under this Agreement or Society use of the

Premises.

Section 11 — INSURANCE

The County will maintain adequate Fire Insurance on the basic structure on the Premises and upon

the affixed equipment.

The Society shall obtain and maintain during the life ofthis Agreement the following mnsurance

policies and coverages:

A. Comprehensive General Liability — Comprehensive General Liability shall nsure

against all claims, loss, cost, damage, expense or liability from loss of life or damage

or injury to persons or property arising out of the Society's performance under this
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Agreement. The minimum liability for this coverage shall be one million dollars
($1,000,000.00) combined single limit for any once occurrence.
B. Fire Legal Liability — Fire Legal Liability Coverage shall be maintained to cover

the cost of rebuilding or repairing the structure in the event of loss due to the
Society's negligent or intentional acts. The minimum lability for this coverage shall

be one million dollars ($1,000,000.00).

C. Workers' Compensation — Workers' Compensation insurance covering the Society's

statutory obligations under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia and
Employer's Liability nsurance shall be maintained for all the Society's employees
engaged in work under this Agreement. With respect to Worker's Compensation
coverage, the Society's insurance company shall waive rights of subrogation against

the County, its officers, employees, agents, volunteers, and representatives.
All nsurance the Society is required to obtain and maintain shall meet the following requirements:

A. Either before or at the same time that it executes this Agreement, the Society shall
furnish the County a certificate or certificates of imsurance showing the type,
amount, effective dates and date of expiration of the policies. Certificates of
msurance shall mclude any msurance deductibles. Additionally, on the anniversary of
the date of this Agreement, without demand by the County, and at such other times
as the County may request, the Society will furnish the County with such certificate or
certificates of insurance.

B. The required certificate or certificates of insurance shall name the County, its
officers, employees, agents, volunteers and representatives as additional insureds.

C. Where waiver of subrogation is required with respect to any policy of insurance
required under this Section, such waiver shall be specified on the certificate of
msurance.

D. Insurance coverage shall be in a form and with an insurance company approved by
the County which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. Any nsurance
company providing coverage under this Agreement shall be authorized to do business

in the Commonwealth of Virginia.
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One hundred and eighty days prior to the end of each term of this Agreement, the County shall
have the right to require increases in the amounts of msurance specified above. Any
adjustments shall bear a responsible relation to any change in the cost of living or cost of repair
or replacement, as measured by changes in the Consumer Price Index of the United States
Bureau of Labor Statistics applicable to the Commonwealth of Virginia or comparable measure

if the Consumer Price Index is no longer being issued.

Section 12 - MAINTENANCE AND CARE OF PREMISES

The Society will assume the responsibility for all minor repairs, such as, but not limited to, the
replacement of light bulbs and broken windows, and damage to woodwork and walls, and the
County will be responsible for making necessary structural repairs not occasioned by the
Society's negligence, such as, but not limited to, mamntaining the roof in good repair, repairing
any burst pipes, and failure of the heating and plumbing systems. Subject to the above, upon
termmation of this Agreement, the Premises shall be returned to the County clean and in good

repair, ordinary wear and tear expected.

If the Society wishes to enhance or otherwise change the landscaping of the premises, such will
be done at the Society’s expense and upon the authorization of the County, which will not be
unreasonably withheld. Maintenance of the landscaping will, at that point, become the
responsibility of the Society.

Section 13 — NONDISCRIMINATION

In the performance of this Agreement, the Society shall not discriminate against any contractor,
subcontractor, employee, applicant for employment, or invitee because of race, color, religion,
sex, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohibited by state law, expect where
there is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of
the Society. The Society agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination
clause. The Society, in all solicitations or advertisement for employees placed by or on behalf
of the Society, will state that the Society is an equal opportunity employer. Notices,
advertisements and solicitations placed i accordance with federal law, rule or regulation

shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting the requirements of this section. The
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Society will include the provisions in this section in every subcontract or purchase order over

$10,000.00, so that the provisions will be binding on such subcontractor or vendors.

Section 14 - DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE

During the performance of this Agreement, the Society agrees to (i) provide a drug-fiee
workplace for its employees; (i) post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture,
sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana is
prohibited in the Society's workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against
employees for violations of such prohibition; (i) state in all solicitations or advertisements for
employees placed by or on behalf of the Society that the Society mamtains a drug-free
workplace; and (iv) include the provisions of the foregoing clauses m every subcontract or
purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor

or vendor.

For the purposes of this section, "drug-free workplace" means a site for the performance of
work done pursuant to this Agreement by the Society in which employees are prohibited from
engaging in the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of any

controlled substance or marijuana during the performance ofthe Agreement.

Section 15 — NONAPPROPRIATION

All funds for payments by the County under this Agreement are subject to the availability of
appropriation for this purpose by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Appomattox. In the
event of non-appropriation of funds by the County’s Board of Supervisors for the services
provided under this Agreement, the County will terminate the Agreement without termination
charges or other lability of the County, on the last day of the then current fiscal year or when
the appropriation made for the then current year for the services covered by this

Agreement is spent, whichever event shall occur first. If funds are not appropriated at any

time for contmuance of this Agreement, cancellation will be accepted by the Society on thirty
(30) days prior written notice, but failure to give such notice shall be of no effect and the
County shall not be obligated under this Agreement beyond the date of termination.
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Section 16 — CERTIFICATION

During the term of this agreement, Society shall be authorized to conduct business i the
Commonwealth of Virginia as required by Title 13.1 or Title 50 of the Code of Virgnia, or as

otherwise required by law.

Section 17 - NOTICES

Any notices required by this Agreement shall be sent by first class United States mail, return

Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.

DISCUSSION

Update on the Town of Pamplin :

Mr. Ronald Spiggle was appointed by the Board Chair to an ad hoc committee to assist the Town
of Pamplin in identifying potential financial assistance, Mr, Spiggle and Mayor Horton
requested to address the Board to provide an update.

Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM and delivered the invocation.

Pledge of Allegiance

Setting of Agenda
There were no changes made to the agenda.

CITIZEN PUBLIC COMMENT
Shirley Wheeler came forward and stated her address as 394 Gum Branch Road, Appomattox

Virginia. Ms. Wheeler stated that she is here tonight to provide the Board with an update on
services that are provided to the elderly in Appomattox County at the Community Center through
Central Virginia Alliance for Community Living. Ms. Wheeler asked the Board to please
consider giving back the funds that were removed from their budget during FY16.

Mr. Robert Fox came forward and stated his address as 1417 Redfield Road, Appomattox. Mr.
Fox stated that he currently serves on the Board for programs for elderly as mentioned by Ms.
Wheeler. He also provided an update on activities that are offered and asked that the Board
please consider the request made by Ms. Wheeler, during budget preparation time.

Hearing no questions/comments from the Board, Chairman Carter thanked Ms. Wheeler and Mr.
Fox.




PUBLIC HEARING (7:00 P.M.)

Joint Public Hearing with VDOT-Secondary Six Year Road Plan

Chairman Carter stated that after being duly advertised, a Joint Public Hearing with VDOT is
being held to receive public comment on the proposed Secondary Six-Year Road Plan (2016/17-
2021/22) and the Construction Priority Listing (2016/17) for Appomattox County. During this
time, Appomattox County citizens are afforded the opportunity to make comments and
recommendations concerning the proposed plan. Chairman Carter stated that Don Austin, VDOT
Resident Engineer is available to address any questions and/or concerns.

Mr. Austin came forward and provided the board with an updated and final Rural Rustic List and
Six Year Plan; he reported that there is a slight increase in the fees.

After Mr. Austin completed the review of the Rural Rustic List and Six Year Plan, Chairman
Carter called for public comment.

Mr. Kenneth Wolfskill came forward and stated his address as 1488 Poorhouse Creek Road. He
stated that he was making a plea to get Poorhouse Creek Road moved up on the priority list for
funding. He stated that you cannot follow a car due to not being able to see and stated that it is a
hazard.

Mzr. Roger Slagle came forward and stated his address as 355 Old Grist Mill Road, Appomattox.
Mr. Slagle stated that he does not live on Poorhouse Creek Road but owns two homes on the
mentioned road. He stated that over the years he has witnessed many wrecks on this road due to
the young people hitting the gravel and wrecking. He stated that he is glad this road is being
considered as a priority on the list and the traffic has increased greatly.

Mr. Bill Henry came forward and stated his address as 2120 Poorhouse Creek Road,
Appomattox. He stated that he moved into the area in December and the dust has been so
hotrible that he has had to pull over until he was able to see. He asked the Board to please
consider the request to move this project up on the priority list for paving,

Mr. Austin explained the process of getting roads paved and stated that the priority list is made
up of decisions from the Board and VDOT. He stated that these decisions can be changed.

Chairman Carter called for other comment, hearing none he closed the public hearing at 7:11
p.m,

Chairman Carter then called to order at 7:11 p.m. the Public Hearing of RZ16-018%/CUP16-
0199-Dustin Williams. Chairman Carter stated that RZ16-0189/CUP16-0199 Eugene & Wanda
Williams (owner), Dustin Williams (applicant) has applied to conditionally rezone property from
A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-2, Limited Commercial Zoning District and obtain a
conditional use permit within the new zoning district. The purpose of the petition is for the




applicant to locate an outdoor theatre (commercial outdoor entertainment) on the property. The
parcel is located near 524 Country Club Road, in the Appomattox area. Tax Map #75 (4) 10
(part of); Total Acres: 1.61 acres.

Mr. Roark came forward and provided the Board with an overview of the proposed request.

Mr. Dustin Williams came forward and stated his address as 524 Country Club Road,
Appomattox Virginia. He also provided the board with an overview of the request and stated that
they will be starting an education program here in Appomattox. He stated that he is hoping to
partner with area parks and with Courthouse Theatre. He explained that they also are providing
to citizens a free movie night each month. He asked the Board to favorably consider this petition
request.

Mr, James Vecee came forward and stated his address as 524 Country Club Road, Appomattox
and stated that he is the manager for Wolfbane. He stated that it important that the Board is
aware that they are employing a large amount of people and to please consider approving this
request.

Hearing no further comment, Chairman Carter closed the public hearing at 7:33 p.m.

Chairman Carter called to order at 7:33 p.m. the Public Hearing on the Comprehensive Plan
Update.

Chairman Carter stated that authority for local government planning in Virginia is contained in
Title 15, Section 15.2-2223 through 15.2-2232 of the Code of Virginia. He stated that this
proposed plan was prepared in accordance with these provisions. By State law, this plan shall be
general in nature. It shall designate the approximate location, character, and extent of each
feature shown and may indicate where existing lands or facilities are proposed to be extended,
removed, relocated, vacated, narrowed, abandoned, or changed in use. Generally, a
comprehensive plan should look a minimum of twenty (20) years into the future. The planning
horizon for this update is 2040. The preparation and update of the Appomattox Comprehensive
Plan represents an evolution in thinking based on current planning trends, as well as, local socio-
economic trends. As a place of national historical significance, Appomattox County must
preserve its heritage, while encouraging new development of an appropriate scale and character.

Chairman Carter called for public comment, hearing no comment he closed the public hearing at
7:34 p.m.

APPEARANCES

Blue Ridge Medical Center- Peggy Whitehead, CEO

Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Whitehead requested to appear before the Board concerning
support in locating a satellite Medical Center to Appomattox.




Ms. Whitehead came forward and stated that she serves as the CEO for the Blue Ridge Medical
Center and stated her address as Nelson County Virginia.

Ms. Whitehead provided the Board with a presentation on the Blue Ridge Medical Center which
explained their mission to provide patient centered quality health care to all people in Nelson
County and neighboring communities; and to improve their general health and well-being
through prevention, education and treatment.

She explained that the BRMC vision is to be a vital, vibrant health center, recognized as the
preferred provider of primary health care for the people in our community, accomplishing access
to primary care and equalizing dispartties in health outcomes for all people in our service area.

Ms. Whitehead explained that their values are Respect, Integrity, Professionalism, Competence,
Compassion, and Altruism. She stated that their proprieties are safety, privacy, compassion and
efficiency. She stated that their common propose statement is “We work together to
compassionately put patients at the center of quality care”. Ms. Whitehead explained that for
more than 45 years, health centers have provided comprehensive, culturally competent quality
primary health care to the medically underserved communities and vulnerable populations. Ms.
Whitehead explained the fundamentals of the program.

After the presentation Ms. Whitehead asked the Board to please consider passing the provided
resolution and giving their support.

Chairman Carter opened the floor for discussion.
After discussion, Chairman Carter thanked Ms, Whitehead for her presentation.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

Ms. Adams provided the Board with a written copy of her Administrative Report. She reviewed
the report with the Board and called for questions/comments or concerns.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Chairman Carter stated that included in the Board package is a letter from Mr. Overstreet
announcing his resignation as County Attorney effective December 31, 2016.

Mr. Overstreet stated that what had been stated in the letter he meant it with all sincerity.

Remove Participation Policy

Chairman Carter stated that Mr, Overstreet has prepared the Remote Participation Policy for the
Board of Supervisors members with suggested guidelines.



Appomattox County Board of Supervisors Remote Participation Policy

If a quorum is physically present at the primary or central meeting location to conduct a meeting
of the Board of Supervisors or one if its committees, other members may attend and participate
in such meetings from a remote location by telephone or other audit or video means, provided
such attendance complies with the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act,
{especially Section 2.2 Part B-3708.1CV) as amended from time to time and the Board adopts a
Resolution to that effect. A member wishing to attend in this manner shall advise the clerk of the
board a reasonable time before the start of the meeting so that the necessary equipment can be
put in place. In deciding the issue of whether to allow remote participation, the Board shall be
guided by the following:

Examples of emergencies include, but not limited to:
Flat tire on the way to the meeting, call in from cell phone at side of the road,

Traffic congestion or stoppage;

Personal, family or business emergency or

Blizzard, flood, or other sudden severe weather conditions that prevent travel to the
meeting location.

Examples of personal matters include, but are not limited to;
_____ Business trip;

__ Family trip; or

_ Scheduling conflicts.

NOTE: Sometime there may be overlap between emergencies and personal matters. As both are
covered by the same procedure, the individual member may choose.

Examples regarding physical disabilities/medical condition:
Temporary hospitalization or confined to home;
__ Contagious illness; or
Any permanent physical disability that prevents {ravel to the meeting location.

NOTE: Electronic Participation is also available in situations where the Governor has declared a
state of emergency as provided in Section 2.2-3708G. Code of Virginia,




Mr. Overstreet sated that he Board may make changes as seen needed or they many want to
adopt this as part of their policy.

After discussion, Mr. Hogan made a motion to adopt the Remote Participation Policy as
presented by County Attorney. Mr. Moody seconded Mr. Hogan’s motion. Chairman Carter
called for discussion, hearing none, he called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye;
Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.

ACTION ITEMS

Ordinance fo Conditionally Rezone R716-0189-Dustin Williams

Chairman Carter stated that a public hearing has been held and comments received on the
petition to conditionally rezone 1.61 acres from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-2,
Limited Commercial Zoning District. The property is located at 524 Country Club Road in the
Falling River District. The applicant has submitted a proffer statement with the petition limiting
the use of the property under the B-2 zoning,

Chairman Carter stated that at the regular meeting of the Planning commission in May, the
Planning Commission voted 4-2 (Conner & Dickerson dissenting, Hudson absent) to recommend
approval of the request. An ordinance has been prepared for the Board of Supervisors to
consider the Planning Commission’s recommendation.

Conditional Rezoning Application (Falling River District) for Eugene & Wanda Williams {owner),
Dustin Williams (applicant) dba// Wolfbane Productions, is seeking to conditionally rezone 1.61
acres from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-2, Limited Commercial Zoning District, located
on Country Club Road, near the intersection of Purdum Mill Road, in the Appomattox
community.

AN ORDINANCE TO CONDITIONALLY REZONE 1.61 ACRES LOCATED ON COUNTRY
CLUB ROAD AND IDENTIFIED AS A PORTION OF TAX PARCEL IDENTIFICATION
NUMBER 75 (4) 10 FROM A-1 AGRICULTURAL ZONING DISTRICT, TO B-2, LIMITED
COMMERCIAL ZONING DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, the owner of the subject property, through his applicant (Dustin Williams), has
petitioned for the conditional rezoning from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-2, Limited
Commercial Zoning District, of 1.61 acres located on Country Club Road and otherwise known
as a portion of Tax Parcel Identification Number 75 (4) 10 and shown as part of the application
submitted for this petition; and

WHEREAS, a division plat, creating this 1.61 acre parcel has been approved by the County and
duly recorded with the Clerk of the Court as Instrument Number 201600XXXX; and

WHEREAS, the proposed conditional rezoning was advertised and neighboring landowners
were notified as required by Virginia Code §15.2-2204, §15.2-2285, and §15.2-1427(F) and the




proposed conditional rezoning has undergone properly advertised public hearings by the
Planning Commission on May 13, 2016 and by the Board of Supervisors on June 20, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, at its regular meeting on May 13, 2016, voted to
recommend approval of the petition with the proffer statement dated April 26, 2016 (4-2,
Dickerson & Conner dissenting, Hudson absent); and

WHEREAS, Proffer number one states that all permitted uses in the B-2 zoning district are
hereby proffered out, thereby making them unlawful; and

WHEREAS, Proffer number two lists the following conditional use categories that will be
aliowed: Bed & Breakfast, Commercial Indoor Entertainment, Commercial Outdoor
Entertainment, and Two-Family Dwelling (duplex} and stating that conditional uses are subject
to further approval by the Board of Supervisors and that all other uses listed are not allowed
subject to the amendment of the proffer statement; and

WHEREAS, the Board has carefully considered the report, recommendation of the Planning
Commission, the presentation of staff, and the comments during the public hearings; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the requested conditional rezoning meets the goals
and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan and the purposes of the Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the public necessity, convenience, general welfare, or good
zoning practice requires adoption of an ordinance to amend the zoning district classification of
the subject property.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
APPOMATTOX COUNTY, VIRGINIA that in consideration of the report and recommendation
from the Planning Commission, the presentation of staff, and the public hearings held by the
Board of Supervisors and the Planning Commission, the proposed conditional rezoning is hereby
granted, subject to the proffers stated herein, and 1.61 acres of a portion of Tax Parcel
Identification Number 75 (4) 10, as described herein, is hereby conditionally rezoned from A-1,
Agricultural Zoning District to B-2, Limited Commercial Zoning District; and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the County’s Official Zoning Map shall be amended to
reflect the change in zoning classification authorized by this ordinance and the Zoning
Administrator is directed to amend the zoning district map to reflect the change in zoning
classification authorized by this Ordinance.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately.

Resolution CUP16-0199-Dustin Williams

Chairman Carter stated that the following conditional rezoning of the Williams parcel to B-2,
Limited Commercial Zoning, the use proposed is an outdoor theatre (Commercial Outdoor
Entertainment), which is a conditional use. At the regular meeting of the Planning Commission
in May, the Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the conditional
use permit with fifteen (15) conditions.

A resolution has been prepared for the Board of Supervisors to consider the recommendation for
the Planning Commission.

A RESOLUTION GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (CUP160199) IN THE FALLING RIVER
DISTRICT FOR EUGENE & WANDA WILLIAMS (OWNER), DUSTIN WILLIAMS (APPLICANT) TO
OPERATE AN OUTDOOR THEATRE (COMMERCIAL OUTDOOR ENTERTAINMENT) OFF OF
COUNTRY CLUB ROAD IN APPOMATTOX, VIRGINIA

WHEREAS, Eugene & Wanda Williams (owner), Dustin Williams (applicant) have applied for a
conditional use permit to operate an outdoor theatre at 524 Country Club Road. The property zoning is
Conditional B-2, Limited Commercial Zoning District. The property is further identified as a portion of
Tax Map Identification Number 75 (4) 10 and is located on the north side of Country Club Road near the
intersection of Purdum Mill Road in the Appomattox community; and

WHEREAS, the land use “Commercial Outdoor Entertainment™ is a conditional use within the B-2,
Limited Commercial Zoning District; and

WHERFEAS, Commercial Outdoor Entertainment is defined by the Appomattox County Zoning
Ordinance as “predominantly spectator uses conducted in open or partially enclosed or screened
facilities” and

WHEREAS, the petition was referred to the Planning Commission, which held a duly advertised and
noticed public hearing on May 13, 2016, and the Planning Commission received comments from the
general public; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, weighed these comments and found unanimously for reason of
public necessity, convenience, general welfare, and good zoning practice, to recommend approval of the
Conditional Use Permit petition with conditions; and

WHEREAS, the conditions are listed as follows:

1. Hours of Operation: All outdoor live performance events shall only take place between the
hours of 11:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. Sunday through Thursday. Friday and Saturday all outdoor
live performance events shall only take place between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 11:30 p.m.
There is no time limitation on events/activities, associated with the performing arts center,
taking place inside of an enclosed building or not associated with live performance events.

Setback: The stage(s) and sound amplification equipment shall not be oriented toward any
residence located within one hundred (100) feet of a property line. Furthermore, to the extent
possible, sound amplification equipment shall be oriented so that sound is directed away from the
closest residential property. For purposes of this permit, “sound amplification equipment” means
bullhorns, small portable sound systems, microphones, and amplified musical instruments or any
similar device,

Noise: A maximum noise level of eighty (80} decibels shall be permitted as measured at the
property line of the nearest residential property. Measurement shall be made with a Type 1 or
Type 2 calibrated sound-level meter utilizing the A-weighting scale and the slow meter response
as specified by the American Standards Association.

Parking: Adequate off-street parking shall be provided for events and shall include
accommodations for patrons having physical disabilities. Minimum spaces provided shall be fifty
{50) plus one (1) space per employee or event staff. Ingress and egress shall be addressed
through the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT). At least one (1) entrance shall be
constructed to current VDOT minimum standards for commercial entrances.

Traffic: Single events anticipated to attract greater than 250 patrons shall be coordinated with
the Director of Public Safety, VDOT and the Sheriff’s Department. A traffic control plan may be
required upon request by the Director of Public Safety, Sheriff or VDOT.

Lighting: All light and glare shall be directed on-site to ensure surrounding properties are not
adversely impacted by an increase in direct or indirect ambient lighting levels. Ambient lighting
shall not exceed 0.5- foot candle power at any property line.

Food Vendors: All food vendors operating in conjunction with any live performance event must
comply with all Virginia Department of Health regulations. If electrical power is needed, the
Appomattox County Building Official shall be notified, proper permitting obtained and
inspections shall be completed prior to the event.

Alcohol: Event organizers planning to sell beer or wine must apply directly to and receive a
permit from the Virginia Department of Alcohol Beverage Control. A copy of said permit shall
be provided to the zoning administrator in advance of the event.

Tents: The erection and use of any tent or canopy in excess of 900 square feet shall require a
building permit and inspection by the Appomattox County Building Official. All tents or canopy
shall be secured at each corner by using a minimum 70-pound weight, 10-gallon water ballast or
other suitable tie-down.

Solid Waste: Sufficient solid waste containers should be provided depending on the size of the
event. Solid waste containers should not be visible from the public right of way or from any
adjoining residential property.

Restrooms: Adequate restroom facilities should be provided either permanently or on a
temporary basis. All portable restroom facilities should be removed within three (3) business
days following the end of a live performance event or a performance series. Temporary restroom
facilities should not be visible from the public right of way or from any adjoining residential
property.

Public Safety: Prior to any single live performance event anticipated to have 250 or greater
patrons , the owner/applicant shall confer with the local fire department and rescue squad to
ensure that adequate safety measures are in place to effectively manage emergency situations. If
emergency services support is determined to be necessary, the entirety of the cost of said support
services shall be assumed by the owner/applicant.

Complaints: Should the applicant receive complaints of violations of the conditions during a
live performance event the complainant shall be directed to the Sheriff’s Department. The
Sheriff’s Department will then follow normal and customary procedures to resolve the matter.
All complaints concerning lighting, noise or traffic shall be addressed immediately by the
applicant, with a written statement detailing such complaint and corrective action being supplied
to the zoning administrator within fifteen (15) days of the event. Complaints of violations outside




of a live performance event shall be submitted to the zoning administrator. The zoning
administrator shall contact the applicant within seven (7) days. The applicant shall provide the
zoning administrator with a written statement detailing the complaint and corrective action within
fifteen (15) days of notification.

14, Term of Permit: This conditional use permit shall be limited to a term of not more than twenty-
four (24) menths. Prior to the conclusion of this time period, the Planning Commission shall
review the status of the permit and make a recommendation to the Board of Supervisors; whether
to renew or revoke the conditional use permit. Any subsequent renewals may be either for a
limited term or general approval with no time limit, at the discretion of the Board of Supervisors.
Any and all other conditions may be amended, deleted, or expanded only during this review
period.

15. Ownership: The property (1.61 acres) will be owned by Eugene & Wanda Williams or Dustin
Williams. The approval of the conditional use permit is contingent upon the continued ownership
of the property by any of the three petitioners. At such time as they do not retain majority
ownership in the property, the conditional use permit shall become null and void.; and

WHEREAS, the petition has been duly advertised and noticed for Public Hearing before the Board of
Supervisors on June 20, 2016, with said Public Hearing being held and comments received; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors finds that the proposed use is consistent with the comprehensive
plan, the zoning ordinance, and good zoning practice and would generally promote the health, safety, and
general welfare of the public;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Supervisors hereby grants Conditional Use
Permit CUP160199- Engene & Wanda Williams (owner), Dustin Williams (applicant) to operate an
outdoor theatre (commercial outdoor entertainment) in concurrence with the recommendation of the
Planning Commission.

Chairman Carter stated that a public hearing has been held and comments received. At the
regular meeting of the Planning Commission in May, the Planning Commission voted
unanimously to recommend amending and re-adopting the Comprehensive Plan Update Draft
dated April 6, 2016.

A resolution has been prepared for the Board of Supervisors to consider the recommendations of
the Planning Commission.




Resolution to Amend and Re-Adopt the Appomattox Comprehensive Plan As Recommended by the
Planning Commission

WHEREAS, Section 15.2-2223 of the Code of Virginia, {1950} as amended, states that the local planning
commission shall prepare and recommend a comprehensive plan for the physical development of the
territory within its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, Section 15.2-2223 of the Code of Virginia, {1950} as amended, further states that every
governing body shall adopt a comprehensive plan for the territory under its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the comprehensive plan shall be general in nature , in that it shall designate the general or
approximate location, character, or extent of each feature shown on the plan and shall indicate where
existing lands or facilities are proposed to be extended, widened, removed, relocated, vacated,
narrowed, abandoned, or changed in use; and

WHEREAS, the plan may include but not be limited to, designation of areas for residential, business,
industrial, agricultural, mineral resources, conservation, recreation, public service, flood plain and
drainage, highways, railways, waterways, and other like facilities; and

WHEREAS, the plan may include but not be limited to, designation of community facilities such as parks,
schools, playgrounds, public buildings and institutions, community centers, historical areas, an official
map, zoning and subdivision ordinances and maps; and

WHEREAS, the plan may include but not be limited to the determination of affordable housing needs,
both current and future, and proposed urban development areas for concentrated growth; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission set out to update the 2003 Community Development Plan
{Comprehensive Plan) in June of 2015 by carefully studying development trends, the use of land,
preservation of agricultural and forestall land, population data, transportation infrastructure, and public
utility expansion plans; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, with the assistance of Region 2000 Local Government Council
staff, conducted a survey of the general population, the resulis of said survey helped guide the direction
of the comprehensive plan update and staff led a process to update and revise the goals and objectives,
statistical data and the future land use map; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission sought public input through a public hearing on May 13, 2016, and
having received no comments; and

WHEREAS, at its regular meeting on May 13, 2016, the Planning Commission voted unanimously to
recommend approval and re-adopticon of the updated comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisars endeavors to properly plan for the future physical development of
the County through careful planning, sound financial management and proper use of available growth
management regulations; and




WHEREAS, the 2016 Appomattox County Comprehensive Plan is the means by which to guide the
physical development of the County; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has sought public input through a public hearing on lune 20, 2016;
and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors finds that the proposed plan update is consistent with the goals and
cbjectives of the Board, good planning practices and would generally promote the health, safety and
general welfare of the community.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, on this 20" day of June, 2016, the Appomattox County Board of
Supervisors does hereby amend and re-adopt the 2016 Appomattox County Comprehensive Plan, as
recommended by the Planning Commission.

Heritage Trail Phase 2, VDOT TAP Agreement

Chairman Carter stated that VDOT Transportation Alternative Program (TAP) funds have been
awarded for Phase 2 of the Appomattox Heritage and Recreation Trail (AHRT). Phase 1
included 1.33 miles from the Community Park to a point in the EDA Park behind the Laser Car
Wash. Phase 2 will continue the trail at this point and loop around a portion of the EDA park
leading back to the Community Parking, adding additional 1.2 miles to the trail. The grant is for
$218,577. Another TAP grant application will be submitted this fall seeking the remaining funds
prior to commencing construction. Total project cost is estimated at $546,442 with 80% of this
amount being funded through grants. Local match funds will cover the remaining 20%. The
estimated value of the donated trail right of way by the EDA will be used to negate a portion of
the local match.

Chairman Carter stated that if it is the desire of the Board of Supervisors to continue with Phase
2 of the AHRT, please authorize the County Administrator to execute the following Standard
Project Administration Agreement between the Virginia Department of Transportation and
Appomattox County.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and executed in triplicate this 11" day of May 2016 by and between
the County of Appomattox, Virginia, hereinafter referred to as the LOCALITY and the
Commonwealth of Virginia, Department of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as the
DEPARTMENT.

WHEREAS, the LOCALITY has expressed its desire to administer the work described in
Appendix A, and such work for each improvement shown is hereinafter referred to as the
Project; and

WHEREAS , the funds shown in Appendix A have been allocated to finance the Project(s)




and the funding currently allocated or proposed for the project(s) does not include Federal-aid
Highway funds; and

WHEREAS, both parties have concurred in the LOCALITY's administration of the phase(s) of
work for the respective Project(s) listed in Appendix A in accordance with applicable federal ,
state and local laws and regulations. , '

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual premises contained herein, the parties hereto
agree as follows:

I.

The LOCALITY shall:

Be responsible for all activities necessary to complete the noted phase(s) of each Project
shown in Appendix A, except for activities, decisions, and approvals which are the
responsibility of the DEPARTMENT, as required by federal or state laws and regulations
or as otherwise agreed to, in writing, between the parties.

Receive prior written authorization from the DEPARTMENT to proceed with the project.

Administer the project(s) in accordance with guidelines applicable to Locally
Administered Projects as published by the DEPARTMENT.

Provide certification by a LOCALITY official of compliance with applicable laws and
regulations on the State Certification Form for State Funded Projects or in another
manner as prescribed by the DEPARTMENT.

Maintain accurate and complete records of each Project’s development of all
expenditures and make such information available for inspection or auditing by the
DEPARTMENT. Records and documentation for items for which reimbursement will be
requested shall be maintained for not less than three (3) years following acceptance of the
final voucher on each Project.

No more frequently than monthly, submit invoices with supporting documentation to the
DEPARTMENT in the form prescribed by the DEPARTMENT., The supporting
documentation shall include copies of related vendor invoices paid by the LOCALITY
and also include an up-to-date project summary and schedule tracking payment requests
and adjustments.

Reimburse the DEPARTMENT all Project expenses incurred by the DEPA RTMENT
if due to action or inaction solely by the LOCALITY the project becomes ineligible for
state reimbursement, or in the event the reimbursement provisions of Section 33.2-348 or
Section 33.2-331 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, or other applicable
provisions of state law or regulations require such reimbursement.

On Projects that the LOCA LITY is providing the required match to state funds, pay the
DEPARTMENT the LOCA LITY 's match for eligible Project expenses incurred by




the DEPARTMENT in the performance of activities set forth in paragraph 2.a.

Administer the Project in accordance with all applicable federal, state, and local laws and
regulations. Failure to fulfill legal obligations associated with the project may result in
forfeiture of state-aid reimbursements

If legal services other than that provided by staff counsel arc required in connection
with condemnation proceedings associated with the acquisition of Right-of Way, the
LOCALITY will consult the DEPARTMENT to obtain an attorney from the list of
outside counsel approved by the Office of the Attorney General. Costs associated
with outside counsel services shall be reimbursable expenses of the project.

For Projects on facilities not maintained by the DEPARTMENT, provide, or have others
provide, maintenance of the Project upon completion, unless otherwise agreed to by the
DEPARTMENT.

The DEPARTMENT shall:

Perform any actions and provide any decisions and approvals which are the
responsibility of the DEPARTMENT, as required by federal or state laws and regulations
or as otherwise agreed to, in writing, between the parties.

Upon receipt of the LOCALITY's invoices pursuant to paragraph 1.f; reimburse the
LOCALITY the cost of eligible Project expenses, as described in Appendix A. Such
reimbursements shall be payable by the DEPARTMENT within 30 days of an acceptable
submission by the LOCALITY.

If appropriate, submit invoices to the LOCALITY for the LOCALITY s share of eligible
project expenses incurred by the DEPARTMENT in the performance of activities
pursuant to paragraph 2.a.

Audit the LOCALITY's Project records and documentation as may be required to verify
LOCALITY compliance with applicable laws and regulations.

Make available to the LOCALITY guidelines to assist the parties in carrying out
responsibilities under this Agreement.

Appendix A identifies the funding sources for the project, phases of work to be
administered by the LOCALITY, and additional project-specific requirements agreed to
by the parties. There may be additional elements that, once identified, shall be addressed
by the parties hereto in writing, which may require an amendment to this Agreement.

If designated by the DEPARTMENT, the LOCA LITY is authorized to act as the
DEPARTMENT's agent for the purpose of conducting survey work pursuant to Section
33.2-1011 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.




5. Nothing in this Agreement shall obligate the partics hereto to expend or provide
any funds in excess of funds agreed upon in this Agreement or as shall have been
included in an annual or other lawful appropriation. In the event the cost of a Project is
anticipated to exceed the allocation shown for such respective Project on Appendix
A, both parties agree to cooperate in providing additional funding for the Project or
to terminate the Project before its cost exceeds the allocated amount, however the
DEPARTMENT and the LOCALITY shall not be obligated to provide additional
funds beyond those appropriated pursuant to an annual or other lawful
appropriation.

6. Nothing in this agreement shall be construed as a waiver of the LOCALITY’s or the
Commonwealth of Virginia’s sovereign immunity.

7. The Parties mutually agree and acknowledge, in entering this Agreement, that the
individuals acting on behalf of the Parties are acting within the scope of their official
authority and the Parties agree that neither Party will bring a suit or assert a claim against
any official, officer, or employee of either party, in their individual or personal
capacity for a breach or violation of the terms of this Agreement or to otherwise enforce
the terms and conditions of this Agreement The foregoing notwithstanding, nothing in
this subparagraph shall prevent the enforcement of the terms and conditions of this
Agreement by or against either Party in a competent court of law.

8. The Parties mutually agree that no provision of this Agreement shall create in the
public, or in any person or entity other than parties, rights as a third party beneficiary
hereunder, or authorize any person or entity, not a party hereto, to maintain any action
for, without limitation, personal injury, property damage, breach of contract, or return of
money, or property, deposit(s), cancellation or forfeiture of bonds, financial instruments,
pursuant to the telms of this of this Agreement or otherwise. Notwithstanding any other
provision of this Agreement to the contrary, unless otherwise provided, the Partics agree
that the LOCALTY or the DEPARTMENT shall not be bound by any agreements between
the either party and other persons or entities concerning any matter which is the
subject of this Agreement, unless and until the LOCALITY or the DEPARTMENT has,
in writing, receive a true copy of such agreement(s) and has affirmatively agreed, in
writing, to be bound by such Agreement.

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon 30 days advance written notice. Eligible
Project expenses incul Ted through the date of termination shall be reimbursed in accordance
with paragraphs Lf, 1.g, and 2.b, subject to the limitations established in this Agreement and
Append ix A. Upon termination and unless otherwise agreed to, the DEPARTMENT shall retain
ownership of plans, specifications, and right of way for which state funds have been provided,
unless all state funds provided for the Project have been reimbursed to the DEPARTMENT

by the LOCALITY, in which case the LOCALITY will have ownership of the plans,
specifications, and right of way.




THE LOCALITY and DEPARTMENT acknowledge and agree that this Agreement has been
prepared jointly by the parties and shall be construed simply and in accordance with its fair
meaning and not strictly for or against any party.

THE LOCALITY and the DEPARTMENT further agree that should Federal-aid Highway funds
be added to the project, this agreement is no longer applicable and shall be terminated. The
LOCALITY and the DEPARTMENT mutually agree that they shall then enter into a Standard
Project Administration Agreement for Federal-aid Projects.

THIS AGREEMENT, when properly executed, shall be binding upon both parties, their
successors, and assigns.

THIS AGREEMENT may be modified in writing by mutual agreement of both parties.

After discussion, Ms. Carter made a motion to continue with Phase 2 of the AHRT, and to
authorize the County Administrator to execute the Standard Project Administration Agreement
between the Virginia Department of Transportation and Appomattox County. Mr. Moody
seconded Ms. Carter’s motion, Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Appomattox County Board of Supervisors

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Board of Supervisors does hereby thank the Charter
Members of the Spout Spring Ruritan Club for their foresight and dedication necessary to
establish and maintain this great organization for the past 50 years.

Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

CITIZEN PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

There was no public comment.

APPEARANCES:

Darrel Puckett, Commonwealth's Attorney

Chairman Carter stated that Mr. Puckett has requested to appear before the Board to extend the
Constitutional Officers' appreciation for the Board’s support of their offices.

Mr. Puckett, Commonwealth’s Attorney, Ms. Alice Gillette, Treasurer, and Ms. Sara Henderson,
Commissioner of Revenue and Ms. Janet Hix, Clerk of Circuit Court came forward and stated that Sheriff




Letterman was unable to attend the meeting tonight; however, they all wanted to extend appreciation for
the routine support that is given to the Constitutional Officers and their employees.

Ms. Carter stated that we are very blessed as all of our Constitutional Officers are all active and are
always very responsive to all request from the Board.

Chairman Carter thanked Mr. Puckett, Ms. Gillette and Ms. Henderson for all that they as Constitutional
Officers do for the citizens of Appomattox County and stated that they are very appreciated.

Robert Lauterberg, Managing Director VML/VACo Finance
Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Gillette, Treasurer, and the County Administrator met with Mr.

Lauterberg to discuss options for investing County funds. He stated that Mr. Lauterberg is making a
short presentation for the Board's consideration to approve a resolution that enables the Treasurer to
invest funds as she deems appropriate, Chairman Carter stated that questions or concerns that the Board
may have can be addressed by Mr. Lauterberg,.

Chairman Carter stated that staff recommends that the Board approve an “Ordinance to Authorize
Participation by Appomattox County in the VACO/VML Virginia Investment Pool Trust Fund for the
Purpose of Investing in Accordance with Section 2.2-4501 of the Virginia Code" Resolution. He stated
that when the Treasurer has determined the amount of investment, the supporting documents will be
reviewed by the County Attorney and addressed accordingly.

Mr, Lauterberg came forward and provided the Board with information regarding the Virginia Investment
Pool. He explained that VML/VACo Finance was established by the Virginia Municipal League and
Virginia Association of Counties in 2003 as an organized 501(c) (4) corporation. He explained that
services are offered to local governments in three areas: Governmental financing, Investment
Management and Advisory Services. He explained that the VACo/VML Virginia Investment Pool (VIP)
offers advantages for investing funds that are expected to be invested for one year or longer. He stated
that there is a higher expected rate of return than most Local Government Investment Pools. He
explained that you can access the fund balances to meet unexpected needs.

Mr. Lauterberg explained that VIP offers all the benefits of an investment pool with greater
diversification, professional investment management with continuous oversight and access to volume-
based investment fees. He explained the expected rate of return and stated that historically, funds of this
type generated an average annual total return approximately 1.3 percentage points higher than money
market funds.

Mr. Lauterberg explained that there are two steps to join which is the governing body approve an
ordinance or resolution and the Treasurer signs a Trust Joinder Agreement.

Mr. Lauterberg addressed questions/comments from the Board.

After discussion, Chairman Carter thanked Mr. Lauterberg for his presentation.

Ms. Carter made a motion to hold a public hearing at the September 19, 2016 meeting on the Board’s
consideration of joining the Virginia Investment Pool as presented by Mr. Lauterberg. Mr. Hogan

seconded Ms. Carter’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye;
Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.




Cheryl Midkiff, Piedmont Community Health

Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Cheryl Midkiff represents Piedmont Community Health and is the point
of contact for the County's current healthcare plan. In July, the School Board voted to adopt the proposal
from PCHP. Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Midkiff will make a short presentation on the same
proposed healthcare plan and afford the Board the opportunity to ask questions or discuss concerns.
Chairman Carter stated that staff recommends approval of the proposed PCHP Healthcare Plan and rates
effective October 1, 2016 and to authorize staff to review and sign the agreement.

Ms. Midkiff came forward and thanked the Board for the opportunity to come and speak with them. She
stated that they take customers very seriously and they do that through their provided services. She stated
that the renewal this year is at a 1% decrease from the previous year. She stated that they do all that they
can to keep insurance affordable. She explained the two offered plans and differences in this plan from
previous year and called for questions or concerns from the Board.

After discussion, Chairman Carter thanked Ms. Midkiff for her presentation.

Mr. Moody made a motion to approve the proposed PCHP Healthcare Plan and rates effective October 1,
2016 and to authorize staff to review and sign the agreement. Mr. Millner seconded Mr. Moody’s
motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr, Hogan, aye;

Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.

Mr. Moody thanked Ms. Adams and staff for working to provide one of the best plans in the Region that
can be offered to County employees.

Chuck Haney, Chairman, Electoral Board
Chairman Carter stated that Mr. Haney requested to appear before the Board to provide an update on the
upcoming election and the impact that it will have on the County.

Mr, Haney came forward and introduced Mr. Frank Pointer, Ms. Mary Turner and Sabrina Smith. Mr.
Haney stated that on the ballot this year which is a presidential ¢lection will also be two amendments to
the constitution. He thanked the Board for the new equipment and stated that it will help to move things
more quickly. He stated that usually in our area during a presidential election there is about and 70-80%
voting turnout. '

M. Haney explained that they have purchased 10,000 ballots and if is very important to have very strong
security for these ballots. He stated that there will be many directional signs and they will need to secure
a truck to haul the equipment.

Mr. Haney stated voter registration is ongoing now, and absentee voting will begin in the Registrar’s
office September 23, 2016.

MTr. Pointer stated that he anticipates a high volume turnout and feels security may be an issue with
people and traffic. He stated that the local Sheriff’s department and the State Police will be notified in
case of an emergency. He stated that he is looking forward to the upcoming election and if any complaints
please contact Sabrina at her office.

Ms. Turner stated that enhanced training will be provided to ali poli workers. She stated that they are
very pleased with the new voting machines. Ms, Turner explained that a vendor loads the election on the
machines and tests with sample ballots. She stated that all data is kept in case someone questions the
validity of the machines. After this step is complete they reset the machines, so that they are ready on
election day. She stated that it is the Electoral Board’s respensibility to have everything at the precincts




and because of machine security; they do not have machines at precincts early. She stated that this is
expensive, but the Electoral Board feels it must be done. She stated that they have been working on this
election for over a year and they will be following all the guidelines to keep all calm and to stay out of the
news. Ms. Turner again thanked the Board for the new machines and stated that if any problems, please
do not hesitate to call. She then called for any questions or concerns from the Board.

Mr. Carter thanked the Electoral Board and Registrar for coming and providing the Board with their
update.

Anne Dixon, Tourism Director

Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Dixon applied for and was awarded a Local Government Challenge
Grant from the Virginia Commission for the Arts. The award is $5,000 and requires a local match of
$5,000. He stated that Ms. Dixon is appearing before the Board to explain the value of the grant to the
community and answer questions that the Board may have concerning the grant.

Appomattox County Board of Supervisors Remote Participation Policy

If a quorum is physically present at the primary or central meeting location to conduct a meeting
of the Board of Supervisors or one if its committees, other members may attend and participate
in such meetings from a remote location by telephone or other audit or video means, provided
such attendance complies with the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act,
(especially Section 2.2 Part B-3708.1CV) as amended from time to time and the Board adopts a
Resolution to that effect. A member wishing to attend in this manner shall advise the clerk of the
board a reasonable time before the start of the meeting so that the necessary equipment can be
put in place. In deciding the issue of whether to allow remote participation, the Board shall be
guided by the following:

Examples of emergencies include, but not limited to:

Flat tire on the way to the meeting, call in from cell phone at side of the road;
Traffic congestion or stoppage;
Personal, family or business emergency or

Blizzard, flood, or other sudden severe weather conditions that prevent travel to the
meeting location.

Examples of personal matiers include, but are not limited to;

Business trip;
Family trip; or
Scheduling conflicts.

NOTE: Sometime there may be overlap between emergencies and personal matters. As both are
covered by the same procedure, the individual member may choose.

Examples regarding physical disabilities/medical condifion;

Temporary hospitalization or confined to home;
Contagious illness; or
Any permanent physical disability that prevents travel to the meeting location.

NOTE; Electronic Participation is also available in situations where the Governor has declared a
state of emergency as provided in Section 2.2-3708G Code of Virginia.

APPOMATTOX HERITAGE AND RECREATION TRAIL, PHASE II

Whereas, in accordance with the Commonwealth Transportation Board construction
allocation procedures, it is necessary that a resolution from the sponsoring jurisdiction or
agency requesting the Virginia Department of Transportation establish a Transportation
Alternatives Sef-Aside project to be administered by Appomattox County;

Now, Therefore Be It Resolved, that Appomattox County, requests the
Commonwealth Transportation Board to establish a project for the Appomattox Heritage and
Recreation Trail (AHRT), Phase II; and

Be It Further Resolved, that Appomattox hereby commits to provide a minimum
twenty (20) percent matching contribution for this project and any additional funds
necessary to complete the project; and

Be It Further Resolved, that Appomattox County hereby agrees to enter into a
project administration agreement with the Virginia Department of Transportation and
provide the necessary oversight to ensure the project is developed in accordance with all
state and federal requirements for design, right of way acquisition, and construction of a

He stated that he understands that this is being told to students at the Middle and High
School, which was reported to the parents, that this is now a wrong answer and will be graded as
such.

Mr. Overstreet stated that the Board could pass a resolution and send to the School Board.

Mr. Hogan stated that if everything that has been told to Mr. Moody is correct, which he would
like to verify with the School system, he would concur with sending something/resolution to the
School Board regarding this issue.

Ms. Carter stated that this concern could possibly be addressed at the next joint Chairs/Vice-
Chairs meeting between this Board and the School Board. She stated that if Mr. Moody can get a
copy of the letter or what was sent to parents, it would be helpful.
